1987A: Sept. 19, 1987


1. Barring a league strike, we vote to hold the "B" draft at a local hotel.


2. We decide how to divide games in lieu of a strike and will decide by telephone conversations to continue 

the season if "scab" players are used.


3. Multiple team owners are allowed to eliminate "silent" partners, provided the co-owner also kicks in $50 

to the party fund.


4. The Kangaroo Court assesses Parkey and Grace 2 cases of beer each for violating old multiple ownership 

rule.


1987B: Nov. 29, 1987

1990A: Sept. 11, 1990


1. Rosters are expanded to 16 players and two defenses to accommodate bye-week. 


2. We still do not know who got the extra "sixth" room at the Palace Station.


3. Leach bets the whole $270 party fund on pass line.  We lose.


4. We vote down "bagging the tight end" by 6-4.  There are no votes for the "run-n-shoot" option.


5. $10 trade fee is initiated.
